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INTRODUCTION

RIB LOC, DRI LOC"and 5V "are all exposed fastener panels which allow
for screws to be installed through the outside of the panel to firmly attach
it to the substructure. All panels may be installed over open purlins or
over solid decking. Refer to the CMS brochure or contact your local
distributor for available colors.

The RIB LOC®and 5V®Panels listed in this instruction manual have been
awarded the UL90 classification by Underwriters Laboratories Inc. This is
not a wind speed rating, rather it is a measure of wind uplift pressure.
Class 90 represents the highest wind uplift pressure test of 105psf (pounds
per square foot) which has been tested at wind speeds in excess of 170
mph. Therefore, in most circumstances, CMS panels will meet local
building codes for high wind speeds. Additional fasteners may be
required in excess of normal recommendations due to the structure's
design and or location. CMS recommends the use of UL Construction No.
453 and Construction No. 560 for proper installation of RIB LOC and SV
panels in order to maintain a Class 90 installation. The instructions in this
manual follow the recommendations listed in these documents.

/\\ CAUTION

Installation over ACQ pressure treated lumber is discouraged due to the corrosive nature
of the chemicals used to treat the lumber. Water run-off from ACQ lumber must not be
allowed to come in contact with metal panels. Proper precautions must be taken if ACQ

1s to be used.

The instructions outlined in this installation manual are recommendations based on proven construction practices.
They are not intended to cover all situations, designs or building codes. Consult with local building officials to
determine the best installation procedures for your project.
